George Farrell & Partners are making application and have submitted a contract for the purchase of the 536
Bob Horton Rd. property. It is intended that the contract and any development permits will be assigned to
an entity not yet created that will be owned in entirety by George Farrell & Partners. George is a long time
resident of Chatham County and has been active in the local land development and self-storage industry for
a number of years. J.W Seagroves and Mr. Gaines are the property owners at the time of application.

General Business and Intent

George Farrell and partners desire to purchase the 13.241 acres from Mr. Seagroves and Mr. Gaines to
build and operate businesses that are needed for the Jordan Lake area. The sellers are eager to sell their
land but we have not finished studying the land to determine the best businesses and most useful set up of
the these businesses on the land. Upon approval of the rezoning of the land for conditional B-1 use we will
purchase the land and finish our study. We will then return to the planning board and commissioners at a
later date to get approval for the placing of the businesses on the property.

Finding #1
Property Description

536 Bob Horton Rd Property is located approximately 1/2 mile from the Wake/Chatham County line on
Hwy. 64. The property is approximately 13.2 acres and is bordered by Handy Andy’s Truck Accessories.
Across Hwy. 64 are 3 other businesses------- Builders Supply, Wooten Concrete and John Deere
Landscape. Therefore, we are requesting that the 13.2 Acres also be rezoned to allow for commercial use.

The property lies within the WS-IV protected watershed area. This limits development of the property to
36% impervious soil restrictions. This is very restrictive for typical commercial development; however, the
developer has sought to be creative in planning in order to maintain optimal property value while at the
same time maintaining the impervious restrictions.

The site does not border “Major Wildlife Areas”.

The current use of the property is residential.

The site currently has 1 house, 2 mobile homes and barns.

We are requesting a rezoning of the proposed site to a B-1 conditional use zoning.

Proposed Development

Currently the property is zoned RA-40. The request is to rezone the property to B-1 uses as listed below at
the time of application; the property consists of 13.2 acres. It is the intent of the developer to search out the
best use of the land that fits the needs of this part of Chatham County and help in the development that will
be taking place in the near future. The developer is making application similar to a previous application
that was submitted to the County back in 2000 by Center Suites, LLC known as North Chatham Park.

Listed below are some of the requests the developer is considering:

* Boat, trailer and other utility vehicle sales to include camper and RV rental and sales and services
including boat, RV, camper and other vehicle storage

Bait and tackle shop

Sporting Goods Sales and camping supplies

Self Storage/mini warehouse storage facility with related retail and services (i.e. moving truck rentals)

* Rental equipment company
* Open air sales and service of accessory buildings and gazebos

The goal of the developer is to put together a land use plan of the entire property. Upon approval of the site
plan the developer would begin construction within a year. The construction time should take no longer
than 9 months on any of the requests listed above.

Finding #2

Jordan Lake was established in eastern Chatham County for the purpose of providing fresh water for
surrounding communities and recreation for the residents of Chatham, Wake, Orange, Durham and Lee
counties. Hwy. 64 was four laned to provide access to a growing population migrating to Chatham County
and beyond, Hwy. 751 have been improved to take on increases in residential traffic to Durham and RTP as
people seek residences in southwestern Wake and eastern Chatham County.

These people are moving to communities presently being developed, seeking home sites with services they
will enjoy nearby. This migration is projected to increase the Chatham County tax base and continue to
improve schools and government services. The proposed businesses will provide services to the residences
in the surrounding area and also to those coming from nearby counties to enjoy Jordan Lake. These
businesses will bring the tax base to the county in which these people enjoy their purchases. All of these
services can be provided and still respect the harmony of surrounding residents. This is accomplished due
to the amount of land purchased for this project.

The developer will pay for all improvements if they are needed.
Existing roads and ufilities are already in place and are more than adequate.

The current tax base assessed on the land and residence should appreciate as the business is established.
Future appraisals with the appreciation of business property and buildings should be realized.

Employment estimates will be 3-5 employees.

The request is for approval of conditional use zoning only at this time and at the next application to seek
approval of individual site plans when submitted.

Finding #3

Emergency services will not be impacted as the nature of the business and structures should not tax current
available services.

Traffic to and from proposed site will be primarily along Hwy. 64, a major four lane state highway.
Customer traffic entering Bob Horton Road to access the drive entry off Bob Horton Road will have the
advantage of a cross over at this intersection. No u-turns will be required. The entry drive to the proposed
site will be at Bob Horton Road. This should create minimal traffic volume noticed by residents farther
down on Bob Horton Road.

Value of the surrounding property has already been impacted positively. Most owners desiring to sell their
adjoining property have seen an escalation in the perceived value. As there is already a business located at
Hwy. 64 and Bob Horton Road intersection, we would not be introducing the first business to this location.




[image: image7.png]Visual impact will be improved by adding professional landscaping to an area currently being ignored and
allowed to erode and grow up in weeds. Borders along Bob Horton Road and the Jean Fish property to the
north, will be upgraded to plantings that will screen views along Bob Horton Road. The 20' landscape
buffer will be landscaped or left natural if adequate screening is realized.

Lighting and signage will be determined by the actual businesses that will be placed on the land and will
follow the Chatham County guidelines.

Noise will be minimal and confined to the property boundaries.
The requested permit will not impair the integrity or character of the surrounding or adjoining districts, and

will not be detrimental to the health, safety, or welfare of the community.

Finding #4 -

Consistency with Land Development Plan

Development that is not adding to the county school system or requiring more county assistance but a
development that provides needed services to county residents as well as other counties.

The site development that we are proposing would meet the desired outcome of the Chatham County land
development plan to be a net, long-term asset to the community.

The site development would be occupied by environmentally safe businesses.

The proposed site is at a crossroad, which has existing businesses.
Watershed

The property is not in the 100-year flood plan.
The property lies within the WS-IV protected watershed. WS-IV allows 36% coverage with no curb and
gutter. The proposed development will conform to this ordinance. The site plan that shows the area to be
used will be filed later.

Finding #5
Water Source - this property currently has operating wells serving the business and two residents. No
public utilities exist in this area. We will utilize the wells as they pump approximately 30 gallons per
minute each. County water is about ¥ of a mile away from the property. The developer will pay to have
county water lines extended if needed.

Wastewater Management - Chatham County Environmental Dept. has given us verbal approval to operate

three businesses on the proposed land site with the existing septic systems. We also have located enough
useable soil on this site to provide a NC State permitted surface drip septic system for 1000 gallons per day.




[image: image8.png]Access Roads - No additional state or county roads are required. Access off Bob Horton Road will require
no curbing and will correspond with the existing drive already servicing the property and the access road
created for the present cell tower located on the property. We will meet with Damon Webb of NCDOT to
gain approval for the 536 Bob Horton Rd. access.

Storm Water Runoff - Storm water currently makes its way to a current ditch along Bob Horton Road, and
moves under Bob Horton Road through a previously built culvert. Water also drains off the property to a
nataral runoff on the east side of the property that moves water from Hwy. 64 median and the eastern
natural slope on this property. A collection basin has been built by Handy Andy along Bob Horton Road
and currently collects some runoff on the western side of the Handy Andy property. Use of the natural
slope currently existing, rebuilding current collection points and directing paved and graveled areas should
provide adequate water management. Neighboring property will not be affected by this runoff plan. Further
professional surveys will be required before we begin land development. Any assumptions made at this
time may change as the builder determines the amount of soil that is needed to move, to level building
foundations and elevate parking and gravel areas. We feel a better recommendation can be submitted when
a builder and designs are selected. Professional studies and recommendations will accompany the building
permitting process.

Request of This Application

As developers of this land, we are requesting a rezoning of the proposed site to a B-1 conditional use
zoning. Our investors need approval for businesses on this land before they are willing to purchase the
property. We are also still studying the land to make best use of the land and the layout of the property.

We realize that after gaining B-1 conditional use zoning to secure the land and determining the best layout
of the land, we must make application for any businesses we desire to develop on the site.
