Richard and Travis, 
 
The District office has completed an evaluation of the recently submitted TIA 
calculations revised with amended land uses.  Based on the submitted 
information, the newly proposed land uses do not negatively change the 
approved projected traffic flow for Polks Landing.  As such, the driveway permit 
would still be valid and no additional paperwork (other than the revision 
approval letter) would need to be exchanged. 
 
A summary of the P.H. trip generation changes is listed below for reference. 
 
Summary of P.H. trip reduction of unchanged land uses: 
There is a reduction in Peak Hour trips of 125 vehicles for the pharmacy, 84 for 
the bank, and 4 for the fast-food restaurant - this totals a decrease of 55 peak 
hour trips for the unchanged land uses. 
There is a reduction in Peak hour trips of 84 vehicles for the 3 amended land 
uses, and the total daily trip generation for those 3 amended land uses stays 
close to the same.
