George, the comments from the TRC meeting and the map review are as follows:

1. Take Reba Thomas off as Register of Deeds and show Treva Seagroves.
[GJR] This has been changed.

2. Note # 8 has a misspelling[GJR] This has been corrected.

3. Take off Adequate Soil Certificate[GJR] This has been removed. We
acknowledge that this certificate is required for any new subdivisions.

4. Take off Certificate of Approval for Recording (the one for the Planning
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Director to sign)[GJR] This has been removed.

5. Should 30’ Drainage Easement be labeled ‘private’ or ‘public’?[GJR] We
have labeled it as public.

6. Show parcel #62205 on the plat[GJR] This was shown on the original
version, but we have made it bolder so it’s easier to find.

7. You show the owners address, but | understand from the Tax Mapper
that she wants the address to be shown in or near the Title Block. If you
have questions on that you can call Mary Phillips at 545-8358[GJR] We have
added the address to the title block.

8. Isthe NCDOT road built up to the Phase 2 line?[GJR] The road is paved
to just short of the actual phase line, but the paved road serves all lots in
Phase 1.

9. Should the 5 “ Utility Easement’ be labeled private or public?[GJR] We
have removed the easement that was previously labeled as a 5’ Private
Utility Easement.

10. Are the water meters and/or water lines outside of the public right-of-
way? If so, they should be within a public easement.[GIR] The meters,
hydrants, and a portion of the main are located outside of the r/w. We have
added the appropriate easements as requested by Leonard McBryde.

11. The county does not require setbacks from property lines to be shown
on the recorded plat.[GJR] These have been removed.
