Items 1 and 2 addressed by Mark were discussed.

1. Shorten the radius of the island as much as possible as indicated in plan
site, with No Parking signs on both sides as you enter into alley way for the

Angela: We met on-site with Chief Strowd, and Deputy Chief Riggsbee this AM regarding the two
items mentioned at the TRC meeting.
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1. Wider Drive Aisle between Garage Units. The Fire Department is satisfied with
the current proposed width provided we place No Parking signs in this area and shorten
the radius on the existing island as a fire vehicle would turn into the lane (where the
garages are located).

2. Additional Fire Hydrant on Building Side. The Fire Department will not
require a new hydrant on the building side given the limited distance available between the
building and any potential hydrant location. We did agree to place the FDC on the front
side of the building in a location that was not obstructed by parking. There are two suitable
locations on the front side for the FDC that provide adequate space to pull a hose.
Adjacent to the front door (island in front of building) or Left Side (striped access between
Handicapped Parking spaces). The exact location of the FDC will be determined when the
building plans are prepared and reviewed by Fire Marshal Bender.

Chief Strowd will confirm our agreement. | am attaching an exhibit reflecting the resolution of these
(2) items. | have spoken with Fire Marshall Bender earlier and he indicated that he would defer to
Chief Strowd on these two issues.
