Lot 20, Block 1, Parks Manor Subdivision

I have had prior communications with Mrs. Blackard concerning this
lot and have advised her on each occasion that she needs to request
action on the part of the CltV Council. I'm guessing that this
letter is as close as we are going to get.

I checked the Matanuska-Susitna Borough tax records and find that
Lot 20, Block 1 was platted as .24 acre and the Matanuska-Susitna
Borough is taxing her for .08 acre or a 66 2/3% reduction, which
looks 1like the amount of the lot taken up by Fishhook Road. I
presume that Mrs. Blackard is requesting a similar reduction in her
sewer assessment on this lot.

The protest period for this assessment area was over October 24,
1983 without any protests submitted for this lot. If the Council
grants this request, the Debt Service Fund will be denied that
source of revenue to pay off the bonds. One possibility is that if
you grant her request that in trade for a reduction vyou require
payment in full so that the principal can be used to earn interest
and over time make up the difference.
