Subject: Sister Cities - Mirnyy-Wasilla

Last June, Don Tanner introduced me to a delegation from Yakutia. Two individuals were from
Mimyy, a city of about 40,000 now in the Republic of Sakha of the former Soviet Union.

I wrote a letter to Mayor Morozkin in Mirnyy greeting him and suggesting that our communities get
to know on another and perhaps consider a sister city tie. The Mayor’s response was hand-delivered
January 6 by Mr. Chris Green and Mr. Norm Green who have returned from a year of teaching in
Mirnyy. Mayor Morozkin and his City Council would like to move ahead.

~on Tanner will be traveling to Mirnyy January 18 and can carry a response to Mayor Morozkin.

A Mirnyy-Wasilla association is now being organized. Members include Dr. Worley, Gary Weber,

Dr. Robinson, Senator Kerttula, attorney John Davies, MSCVB Suzi Bock and KMBQ
Chas St. George.

The proposed Mirnyy-Wasilla association would lead the project. Cost of membership in Sister

Cities International and Mirnyy-Wasilla would total about $400. Copies of correspondence and
information are enclosed.

We respectfully ask that the Council consider Resolution WR93-04 approving a sister cities
relationship.

Thank you for your interest in the Sister Cities Program and in the
possibility of linking the City of Wasilla with the City of Mirnyy in
Russia.

There are currently 110 affiliations between U.S. cities and cities in
the former Soviet Union, three of which are state relationships, and we
are working on the development of another fifty which have been
mutually agreed upon by SCI and our counterpart in Moscow, "Twin
Cities" International Association. The relations between sister cities
have changed from exchanges of official delegations only to varied,
mutually beneficial exchange programs. The cities of in Alaska and the
cities in Sibirea and Russian Far East serve as goood examples of well
developed sister city programs.

We will then be
in a position to review the request with the "Twin Cities" International
Association in Moscow. TCIA would be able to assist the City of Mirnyy
in the beginning of the affiliation process. SCI and TCIA would ensure
an official recognition of the affiliation.

Please note that SCI is a membership organization. Should the City of
Wasilla decide to enlist our assistance in establishing a sister city
affiliation, there would be an annual dues fee based on population of
your community, ranging from $130 to $1200. This minimal fee
entitles a city to all consulting services and publications of the mnational
association to aid in program development. Members of SCI receive
priority for assistance in conducting exchange programs. The
accompanying fact sheet outlines the benefits of membership in the
national organization and includes an application. Also enclosed please
find SCI fact sheet, a copy of “Sister City News", U.S.-N.L.S. affiliations
list.
